AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE WALTON COUNTY LAND
DEVELOPMENT CODE, SUBSTANTIVELY AMENDING CHAPTER 1,
SECTIONS 1.07, PERTAINING TO STATE EXEMPTIONS, SECTION 1.11,
PERTAINING TO FUTURE LAND USE MAP AMENDMENTS AND
NOTICE REQUIREMENTS, SECTION 1.13, PERTAINING TO
DEVELOPMENT ORDER INSPECTION AND OTHER, CHAPTER 2,
SECTION 2.02, PERTAINING TO ACCESSORY DWELLINGS,
RECREATIONAL VEHICLE USE AND OTHER, SECTION 2.03,
PERTAINING TO ALLOWED COMMERCIAL USES, SECTION 2.06,
CHAPTER 4, SECTION 4.06, PERTAINING TO RESTORATION PLAN

SIGNS, SECTION 6.10, PERTAINING TO SIGN STANDARDS, CHAPTER
7, SECTION 7.00, PERTAINING TO CODE ENFORCEMENT BOARD
HEARINGS, SECTION 7.01, PERTAINING TO FEES AND JUNK AND
DEBRIS ACCUMULATION, AND CHAPTER 9, ADDING AND CHANGING
DEFINITIONS; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR
SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR SCRIVENER’S ERRORS; PROVIDING
FOR LIBERAL INTERPRETATION; PROVIDING FOR MODIFICATIONS;
AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Legislature of the State of Florida has, in Chapter 125, Florida Statutes,
delegated the responsibility to local government units to adopt regulations designed to promote
the public health, safety, and general welfare of its citizens; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners wishes to update the Land Development
Code providing for consistency with the updated Comprehensive Plan and to provide internal
consistency with policy changes; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 163.3184, Florida Statutes, the Walton County Planning
Commission conducted a public hearing, with due public notice having been provided, on the
proposed Land Development Code amendments on June 9, 2022 and the Walton County Board
of County Commissioners held a public hearing on July 28, 2022 to consider the adoption of the
proposed amendment to its Land Development Code; and
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WHEREAS, after due public notice having been provided, the Walton County Board of
County Commissioners held a public hearing on August 25, 2022, to consider the adoption of the
proposed amendment to its Land Development Code, in accordance with Section 163.3184,
Florida Statutes; and

WHEREAS, the Walton County Board of County Commissioners considered all oral and
written comments received during such public hearings, including the date and analyses provided
for this amendment, the recommendations of the Planning Commission; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of County Commissioners of Walton
County, Florida, that:

SECTION I. PURPOSE AND INTENT.

This Ordinance is hereby enacted to carry out the purpose and intent of, and to exercise the
authority set out in the Local Government Comprehensive Planning and Land Development
Regulations Act, Chapter 163, Part Il, Florida Statutes, as amended.

SECTION II. TEXT AMENDMENTS.

CHAPTER 1.
1.07.02. Exceptions

A. Previously Issued Development Orders or Permits. Development activity may be undertaken
without issuance of a permit pursuant to this Code where:

1. The development activity is authorized by a development order or permit issued prior to
the adoption date of this Code and;

2. The development activity has been and is continuing at all times since issuance of the
permit or development order without interruption (except because of natural disaster)
until the development is complete. If the development permit or order for a site expires,
any further development activity on that site shall occur only in conformance with the
requirements of this Code and pursuant to a permit issued under this Code.

B. Previously Approved Development Orders. Projects with valid development orders that have not
expired prior to the adoption date of this Code, and on which development activity has
commenced or does commence and proceeds according to the time limits in the regulations
under which the development was originally approved, must meet only the requirements of the
regulations in effect when the development plan was approved. If the development plan and/or
order for a site expires or is otherwise invalidated, any further development on that site shall
occur only in conformance with the requirements of this Code and pursuant to a permit issued
under this Code.

C. Previously Approved Developments of Regional Impact (DRIs). DRIs with valid development
orders issued pursuant to Chapter 380, Florida Statutes, that have not expired prior to the
adoption date of this Code, must meet only the requirements in effect when the DRI was
originally approved. If the DRI development order has expired or is otherwise invalidated, any
further development on that site shall occur only in conformance with the requirements of this
Code and pursuant to a permit issued under this Code unless the development order has been
extended pursuant to Chapter 380, Florida Statutes. If a DRI development order has been
